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Clinical trials are medical research trials involving patients. 

They are done to try to find new and better treatments. Clinical trials are the only 

sure way to find out if a new approach to cancer care is better than the standard 

treatment currently available. They are heavily regulated to ensure that results are 

meaningful and reliable.
